PRIMARY SCHOOLS RE-OPENING
Dear Parents and Carers,
As a group of Headteachers working locally, we would like to thank you all for your support over recent months, and especially over the past half term of remote learning. We appreciate that this has been a  challenging and very different time for everyone, and we are very grateful for your support with the children's learning at home.
Following the government's announcement this week, we are now working together as a group of schools to prepare for full re-opening, following the national guidance we have been given. We are looking forward to meeting the children again and supporting them in their full return to school.
On Monday, 8th March, all of our primary schools will be fully re-opened, and we will expect to see all children in school unless they are unwell, or being forced to self-isolate.
Over the next two weeks we will be reviewing and updating our risk assessments to ensure that we have the full system of controls and safety measures in place. While we are really keen to support the children's learning in school again, our priority will remain the safety and wellbeing of every child, member of staff and our wider community.
Each school will have its own risk assessment, based on its own size, staffing, resources and buildings, and this means that provision may look different at each school. Start and finish times, entry and exit arrangements, bubble groups and size may all differ, based on the needs of the children and community. It is expected that these safety measures will be in place for some time to come, with safety always coming first.
We hope that, with your support, this next few weeks will be an important step towards returning to full and normal schooling in the future. 
In closing, we would like to thank our dedicated staff teams for their hard work, and our governing bodies for their continued support. We thank you again, parents and carers, for all your support and we look forward to welcoming your children back to their classrooms in the coming weeks.
